CONVENE MONTHLY BOARD MEETING:
Chairman David Mazaika convened the regular monthly meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Windsor Township at 7:00 p.m.  Members of the Board present were David Mazaika, Dennis Reinhart and Craig Long.  Also present were solicitor Russell Farbiarz, Tom Unger from Systems Design Engineering, Ryan Wessner from LTL Consultants and Roadmaster Benjamin Sonon. MINUTES:


On a motion by Dennis Reinhart, seconded by Craig Long passed with unanimous vote, the minutes of the February 8th, 2023 meeting were approved.  
PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD: 

 Robert Seidel questioned the supervisors as to how they voted when the Ordinance regulating Commercial Solar and Wind enterprises was adopted in February of 2018.  He was told that the Board of Supervisors at that time did not have unanimity with the decision as to which zoning areas these projects are allowable.  The audience was told that the planning commission is conducting a special meeting on March 21, 2023 at the Hamburg Middle School at 7:00 p.m.  The main focus of the meeting is the continued discussion of the Mountain Trail Solar LLC application for the development of a Commercial Solar Project.

OLD BUSINESS: 
 
The secretary was directed to appropriately advertise for a public hearing to be conducted at 6:45 p.m. prior to the Board meeting on April 12, 2023.  The purpose of the hearing is to obtain public input concerning the vacating a portion of Clauss Road.  
NEW BUSINESS: 

On a motion by Craig Long, seconded by David Mazaika passed with unanimous vote, the agenda was amended for the following action as presented by the Sewage Enforcement Officer for the Township.  Brian and Melanie Licklider of 520 Sunday Road, Lenhartsville, PA 19534 upon recommendation by the SEO have requested the following waiver to be granted by the Board.  The waiver being that the new system will be approximately 53 feet from the existing well.  This waiver is from Section 72.33 in the PA Code Title 25, Chapter 73.  On a motion by David Mazaika, seconded by Dennis 
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Reinhart passed with unanimous vote, the waiver was granted with the stipulation that this situation be shown on the deed for the property.

On a motion by David Mazaika, seconded by Craig Long passed with unanimous vote, the Board voted to extend the 2022-2023 BCCP contract with Eastern Salt Company for Road Salt, at the unit price of $75.95 per ton, delivered through the 2023-2024 season.


In reference to the plan submitted by H&K Group, Inc known as Rahns Construction Material Co.-Hamburg and upon recommendation by the planning commission these waivers were recommended to be passed by the Board:

1. SALDO Section 308 allowing preliminary/final plan submitted concurrently

2. SALDO Section 515.6.h.4 to forgo pumping test associated with the required water resource study
3. SALDO Section 602.3 to forego the installation of a curb

4. SALDO Section 602.4 to forego the installation of a sidewalk

5. SWMO Section 309.9 to allow a basin outlet barrel construction of high density polyethylene

On motion by David Mazaika, seconded by Dennis Reinhart, with Craig Long recusing himself from voting because of a familial connection, the waivers were granted.

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$198,069.30, with the stipulation that all the necessary documentation is provided.  This is lower because supplement bid item #S.1. was eliminated.
